Founder Stephen Marsh started producing the gin for his own consumption after developing a yeast allergy. 

Having served it to guests, he was persuaded to produce Pinkster commercially. This is a highly versatile, 

premium gin produced with fresh British raspberries. It is deliciously dry with a hint of fruit and an exceptionally 

smooth finish.

Tasting notes:

A grapefruit burst up front on the nose with plenty of other citrus notes following on behind. Next comes a 

sprinkling of lemon zest on thick rich cheesecake, then juniper mixed with a couple of whole fennel seeds and 

green apple skins. The finish is initially much sweeter, with lemon sherbet and raspberry refresher sweeties.
