For this prestige edition, Gabriela Ayala was 

inspired by the Mayan legend of Xaman. According to Mayan lore, Xaman could always be found as the brightest star in the 

sky, and the Maya would come to him for guidance and wisdom. Cihuatán Xaman is a 16 year-old rum, featuring rums aged 

for 15 years in American oak ex-Bourbon barrels, finished for 1 additional year in Mayan Ceiba barrels..
